Reflections of Gandhian Philosophy in

When country became independent, Land problem
was one of the most serlous and complex problem facing it.
Perhaps it was the worst legacy of British period. As Gandhiji
had written his, last Testament, from the point of view of the
seven lakh villages of the country, the social, moral and
economic freedom of the country was yet 1o be attained.
Finding solutions to the land problem was not only necessary
to take a step towards the true and total freedom. It had

always Gandhiji's effort to make the freedom, the movement

of farmers.}

As Mahatma Gandhi introduced non-violence to the
struggle for India’s political independence. The entire
Gandhian philosophy Is derived from the principle of spiritual
unity. In the words of Gandhi, “l. don't believe that spiritual
law works on a field of its own.'On-the contrary, it expresses
itself only through the ordinary activities of life. It thus affects
the economic, social and political‘-ﬂelds\“ The greatest truth
being the unity of all life, self-exprassion consist in striving
after, “welfare of all” which is essence of Sarvadaya ideology.
This was his life mission, To achieve this, he advocated pure
means the sum and substance of the teaching of Gandhiis to

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The foundations of the Bhoodan-Gramdan movement was
the.Gandhian or Sarvodaya philosophy have been firmly laid
by-Gandhi based on the principles of truth, non-violence and
love to all. Which have eternal value. Success of any
movement depends on its leadership constituted a poteriiial
strength for the movement.” |
As Mahatma Gandhi introduced non-violence to the
struggle for India’s political independence and AcharyaVinoba
Bhave was the real and true disciple of Gandhian philosophy.
Mahatma Gandhi, Saint Kabir and Gautam Buddha had great
influence on Acharya Vinoba Bhave. He was a great believer
of non- violent revolution. Acharya vinoba Bhave thought
about peaceful revolution for the welfare of the entire
universe. He was the pioneer of the Bhoodan-Gramdan
movement, used the compassion to bring about social and
economic reforms. For Eighteenyears he walked all the nooks
and corners of the Indian subcontinent. Every village. every
hill, every river, every valley, and every town he passed
through vibrated with his love and passion. Vinoba was true
and devoted follower of Mahatma Gandhi and had implicit
faith in his teaching. When Mahatma Gandhi passed away,
Vinoba continued to preach and practice his ideals. Bhoodan-
‘Gramdan was the natural result of that faith. This movement
which aims,“to secure land for the landless through love and
non-violence” is based on our ancient cultural tradition. This
silent revolution has been hailed by the various political
parties and social organizations.®
In 1951, Vinoba started a Bhoodan movement (Land
ift). It began a voluntary gift of 100acres of land by a landlord
Vedre Ramchandra Reddy at Pochampalli in previous Andhra
Pradesh. It as an area affected by Marxist violence. \Vinoba
Calculated: India had 10 million fandless family and they
required 50 million acres of land which was one sixth of 'fhe
country’s cultivable lands namely 300 acres. The assumption
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was that each landless family would need about 5 acres of
land for its livelihood support.* |

Vinoba Bhave walked on foot from state to state and
1sked every landlord for one sixth of his land. Thousands of
acres poured in as free gifts. The Bhoodan movements
attracted national and international attention. Socialist
leaders like Jaypraksh Narayan joined the movement.The led
to Gramdan. Now the village community could redistribute
the land and start new programme of cooperative farming or
group of individual farming. Also allied programme like animal
husbandry, village health and sanitation, village rural
education etc. could be planned by the village as a whole in
new social order.”

The Gramdan became the basis of integrated Rural
Development at Yelawal in south India in 1957, a national
meet took place in which the top politiacal leaders
participated including the presid‘ént of India, the prime
minister and of leading political parties of contemporary
period. Ajoint declaration was issued supporting the Gramdan
approach to Rural Development. It Ifwas that Government
should co-ordinate its development programme with the
Gramdan movement leading to Sarvodaya socio-economic

order.®

Lastly, | conclude that, the concept of Bhoodan-
Gramdan movement forms an important aspects of social
thought of Acharya Vinoba Bhave. It is based on the concept
of Gandhian philosophy and trusteeship. It is an attemp? 10
bring about land reforms in peaceful manner. It is a part of
the constructive programme based on Gandhian philosophy
2nd social reconstruction. The concept of “Dan” or “Gift" is
not based on the concept of charity but it is based on
equitable distribution. This concept has emphasized the need
for transforming society, so that the inequality that exists
today should go. The concept of Bhoodan eliminates the
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‘possibility.of violence nd force. it aims at getting the rightful
 claim to:the-poor and downtrodden people in legitimate and
peaceful manner. Vinobaji has laid great stress on change of
heart envisaged by Gandhiji.
